Remember from 1969 to 1974
when Norton made the Guinness
World Record Book as the fastest
production motorcycle?

This was one of Jorgy's Mile Bikes,

Jorgenson's Norton's were the
only bikes that could give the
XR750 Harleys a run for their
money. In those days Jay
Springsteen (factory Harley rider)
dominated the mile with a
Harley engine the factory named
their "San Jose Mile Engine”. His
younger brother Bruce later
became quite famous for his
song “living in the USA", but us
middle aged motorcyclist think
of Jay first when ever we hear
the name Springsteen.
