Brooklands Motorcycles’ 40M

Anyone interested in an all-new Manx?

* The most successful and best known of
all British GF bikes was the Norion Manx.
During its glory years, the Manx was virtu-
ally unbeatable. Piloted by the fastest nd-
ers of the tima, the Manx notched up world
championships—in bath solo and sidecar
Glasses—with almost monotonous regu-
lanty, Not until the introduction of the su-
per-fast, baght-red "fire engines™ of Gilera
and MV Agusta did this Bntish single have
any serious competition. But the success
of those bikes marked the end of the era of
Norton domination, and the beginning of
the end for the British motoreyele industry
itself, It was a sad day for Nortar enthus)
asts, or anyone who loved the crackle of a
big single on full song. But it wasn't the
end of the Manx

When production stopped in 1962, the

MNarton Manx soon became (and remains)
@ sought-after and highly prized matorcy-
cle. But as parts wore aul, or were broken
i the inevitable racetrack spills, it became
obvious that a good supply of guality
spares was essential for the Manx to
aurvive,

Vanous companies attempted to fill that
need, but none was more efficient than
Brogklands Motorcycles, Brooklands is a
British outfit, naturally, headed by lan
Thampsan, a Manx ownar himseif, For the
past 10 years the company has supplied
aimost every item a Manx owner could
ever need. From frames to pistons, not
much was overlooked. But i recent years,
Narton enthusiasts began asking for more.
Since Brooklands already offered almaost
all the separate parts of a Manx, the calls
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started coming in for a complete Manx rep-
lica-bike, And although these potential
customers were told such a motorcycle
never could be inexpensive of mass-pro-
duced, the requests for a modem-day
Manx kept pouring in. Brooklands finally
responded with what you see here—the
new-from-the-ground-up 40M.

The Brooklands 40M, not surprisingly, is
a reflection of a Manx from the
19501960 era. Its frame and most of the
rolling chassis parts are identical to the
original Norton components. And the look
is penod-perfect, o, the fuet and oil tanks
are duplicates of typical Manx parts, right
down ta the paint acheme and the genu
ine Monza filler cap on the gas tank.

And that filler cap is just the final touch;
the 40M's farthful reproduction of an origl-
nial Manx starts right at the frame. A replica
of the 1955 Featherbed design, the frame
used on the factory works racers, 1S the
hase for Brooklands' motorcycle. Abso-
lutely ne changes were made to the geom-
etry or dimensians of the frame Noron de-
sigried so many vears ago. IUs virtually
impossible to distinguish Brookland's
1983 frame from a decades-old Nomon

orlginal, The 40M maunts Giling shocks at
the rear and its fork is a MNorton
Roadholder, with only intemal changes by
Broaklands aimed at smoathing its action.
The famed Norton handing is unchanged,
though, as are the brakes; onginal Manx
style drum-types are used, the front Deing
a twin-leading-shoe type.

But those are the ¢ycle parts: for the
motor, Brooklands split with tradition.
Powenng the 40M is an all-new enging,
the product of collaboration between
Brooklands and Weslake, the noted
speedway-engine manufacturer. The new
496.7cc DOHT tfour-valve single, with an
86 Tmm hore-and a stroke of 86.6mm. 1s
a modern design, using a roller-bearing
mounted aone-pigce crankshaft, For ease
of balanoing, the engine's flywheels bolt
on separately. A 30mm Amal Concentnic |s
the standard carburetor on the Brook-
lands, with a 36mm Amal offered as an
option. And as might be expected In a new
engine design, the 40M's igrition is a tran-
sistonzed system. Considerable develop-
ment work went into the exhaust for the
4UM, too, which resembies the onginal
Manx parts both in looks and performance,
yet complies with modemn noise regula-
tions. Brooklands also succeeded in miak-
ing the 40M meet all emissions standards
currently in farce, both in Europe and the
1.5, And like the engine, the 40M's trans-
mission is an all-new, five-speed design by
Brooklands. But for those customers who
might still want the bike to shift like an
original Manx, a four-speed gearbox Is also
cifered.

The 40M Is delivered in street-legal tim.
lts 12-volt electrical system Includes
lights, horns and directionals, even featur-
ing the U.5.-mandated lights-on ignition
switch, And early reponts indicate that the
A0M 1s no disappaintment as & streetbike,
either. The Brooklands/Weslake engine
reportedly pulls top-gear roll-ons from as
low as 28 mph without a stumble, whie
still allowing top speeds well over 100
mph, Brooklands wanted an engine with a
flexible, wide powerband for the 40M, and
it seems that Wesiake delivered it.

A few of these modern-day Manxes al-
ready are in the hands of their new Euro-
pean owners, but so far a LS. distributor
hasn't been found. The 40M 50"t inexpen-
sive, but Thompson warned the Many
faithful of that going into the project. Of
course, price really won't prevent a nder
who wants a part of history from contact-
ing Brooklands directly at its 2 Eton Close,
Datchet, Berkshire, England faciiity. Be-
sides, while calling Brooklands isn't guite
the same as placing an order with Nortor
at the old Birmingharm factory, it's as close
as anyone's been able to come for de
cardes. And who's to say that this isn't the
start of an all-new cult bike? Certainly not
lan Thompson. —Doug Jackson

many owners joined us at that time and have remained in the club
because they liked the newsletter and were not particularly inter-
estad in the ROADHOLDER. Occasionally we see those individuals at
a club event, especially the BEER BUST or at the sisvra rally.
These members may not be as active as the hard-core of regulars
who show up For all events but they are never the less very inter-
asted in the ¢lub and do participate as much as they can or wish to,

Wich regard to associate versus full membership, 1'd like to
remind eceryone that Bob's and my iLnitlal lntent when we began Lhe
associate membership option was te attract the many Norton owners
we were meeting all the time who felt that the NOC dues wers too
high. We felt that lots ol Norton owners would join if the dues
were low and hoped that many of them, once in the elub, would then
chouse to become [ull members, Over the years that hope has proven
tu be trie, and a lot of the full members of the club today are
people who joined in '78 and later as associate members, While I
anconrage other associarte membars to join the NOC as well, I def-
initely do not agree with the faction who would drop them from the
cluly roster if they choose neot to join. After all they are the
main reason the club treasury now has such a healthy surplus, a
pleagsant state of affairs thatr never existed back in the old days.

As Branch Treasurer once myself I can assure vou that we never
had any exra funds to play around with until the nembership boom
of the late '70's. I think it's vime we appreciated the associale
members for what they do contribute{their dues) and not drop them
[rom the club simply because they do not come to che meetings.

Finally 1 agree with those who feel that good organization is
important te the club and I strongly encourage the members to eleot
a President and Vice-President with proven organizational abilities,
as well as creative ideas for the club.
